Chilton Foliat  School is located on the edge of the beautiful village of Chilton 

Foliat, very close to the county boundary between Wiltshire and Berkshire, about 

two  miles from the market town of Hungerford and close to Junction 14 on the M4  

(with easy access from any direction ). 

 

The school will have approximately 100 pupils in September  2009  aged between 4 

and 11 years, who live not just in the catchment area but north, south, east and 

west of the parish boundaries.  

The school was founded in 1771 and later given Grant Aided status, enabling it to 

remain faithful to its original Church of England foundation.  

 

The present school, built in 1970 is nestled in beautiful grounds allowing tranquil 

views of the surrounding countryside and farmland.  

 

We are fort unate not only to have a large playing field and tarmac playground but 

also a wooded area with outdoor play equipment designed for reception pupils.  

 

The grounds are used regularly to enhance the teaching of the curriculum. Plans 

are presently underway to create  our pupilsõ gardens and an orienteering trail. Our 

pond area was re-designed in July 2008 and further plants and water features 

have been gradually added since then.   

 

The school is all on one level and has four light and airy classrooms, Class 3 be ing a 

separate mobile adjacent to the main building. (The hall displays a unique timeline 

which was hand painted by a former parent .) The childrenõs cloakrooms have been 

recently refurbished . Following the building programme in December 2008 Classes 

1 and 2 were extended and now have cloakroom facilities within them. In the last 

few years the school added an impressive ICT suite  and a review is underway to 

further extend our ICT provision within the school.
